1. 2. Current progress on administrative tasks achieving program approval and implementation: 
The new Elder Care Human Services Certificate of Achievement program and the new Elder Care Services class have, both, been approved through the administrative and curriculum process and are scheduled to begin Fall of 2018.                                                              
To earn the Certificate of Achievement, student must achieve a grade of “C” or better in the following Human Services courses:

HS 20 Introduction to Social Welfare (3 units);

HS 10 Introduction to Aging (3 units);

HS 24 Introduction to Interviewing and Counseling (3 units);

HS 44 Drug and Alcohol Use: Physical and Psychological Effects  (3units);

HS 11 Elder Care Human Services (3units);

HS 19A Human Services Work Experience (3 units) 

The student, also, must complete all General Education required courses.

3. Discussion of course lecture topics:
The following are the topics planned for course lecture:

1) The context of Social Work Practice with Older Adults;
2) NASW Code of Ethics as applies to Elder Care Services;

3) Biological Changes and the Physical Well-Being of Older Adults;       

          4) Psychological Adjustments to Aging; 

5) Indicators of Cognitive and Emotional Problems of Older Adults; 6) Conducting a Biopsychosocial Assessment and Case Management;

7) Working with Older Adults’ Support Systems and Case Management;

8) Interventions for Depression, Anxiety, and Dementia in Older Adults; 

9) Complementary and Alternative Socioemotional Intervention for Older Adults;

10) Substance Abuse and Suicide Prevention in Older Adults;
11) Aging in Place: Income Programs, Health Care and Insurance, and Support Programs;

12) Social Work Practice in Preventing and Identifying Abuse, Neglect, and Exploitation of Older Adults (including coordination with legal and adult protective service providers);

13) Spirituality and Social Work with Older Adults;

14) End-of-Life Care with Older Adults;

4. Discussion of guest speakers (professionals and community members) to accompany course lectures:
Clift invited Advisory Committee members (and other local agencies) to participate as partners in instruction of FCC Elder Care Services students by giving guest lecture/presentations about their agency’s service provision to clients and coordination of services with other service providers. 

The plan for each class meeting is to have the first half of the meeting focus on curriculum lecture topics. Then, the second half will be a guest lecture/discussion given by elder services agency providers.

In this way, student will become familiar with the local network of service providers, as well as, understand the nature of elder care services provision.

All Advisory Board members voiced enthusiastic support for the Elder Care Certificate program and participating as guest speakers to the classes. 

5. Discussion of work experience (practicum) placements in agencies:
The Certificate of Achievement requires the completion of 3 units of practicum learning, specific to elder care human services. Clift invited Advisory Committee members to coordinate with their agency administrators to create an opportunity for FCC Elder Care Human Services students to complete the practicum requirement, under supervision, in their agencies. The criteria for student learning and agency supervision were discussed during the meeting.  
6. Discussion of ways to inform potential students in the community about the existence of the FCC Elder Care Human Services Program Certificate:
Committee members suggested the creation of a FCC Elder Care Human Services Facebook page and the production of flyers/posters advertising the Certificate’s availability. These flyers/posters can be posted in offices.
